Installation Procedure

The flexible cables close to the heat exchanger assemblies may
be easily damaged.

-> Be careful that the flexible cables close to the heat exchanger
assemblies are not damaged, especially during steps 3 to 6.

The ambient temperature sensor may be damaged if incorrectly
installed.

- Ensure that the ambient temperature sensor is completely
plugged into the rear of the top plastic panel.

1 Unplug the TCC from power and remove it from the stack.
2 Remove the TCC plastic top cover and the metal sheet top cover.

3 Loosen the 3 screws from the Z-Panel (Top front cover) and carefully lift it
for about 2 cm.

4 Locate the ambient sensor which is plugged from the rear into the Z-Panel
and push it carefully out of its fixation.

Take care not to damage the sensitive flex-board.




6 Remove the slot cover.
(The shielding plate and the slot cover are not used anymore.)
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8 Install the valve now into its location in the center of the lower foam. For
connecting the valve with the mainboard, the top foam needs to be installed
first (see step 11).

9 Carefully slide the Z-Panel back into its position. Before you finally fix it,
reinstall the ambient temperature sensor into its fixation.




10 After the Z-Panel has been fixed by the 3 screws, connect the valve’s
grounding cable to it.

11 Install the top foam cover and route the valve cable through the center hole
to its connector on the mainboard. (The also shown door sensor cable is
G1316C only.)

12 Reinstall the top metal sheet and top plastic cover.

13 Reconnect the small corrugated waste tube from the leak funnel to the leak
guide connector hole in the Z-Panel.
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
